RESPONSE OPTIONS: All responses were coded as 1 (Yes), 2 (No), or 3 (Doesn’t apply, no 
main or casual sex partner.) 
 
SURVEY ITEMS: Four questions were asked about study participants’ involvement in both 
unprotected receptive and insertive anal intercourse within the last 3 months with main and 
casual partners. Main male partner was defined as a “lover” or boyfriend and casual partner was 
defined as anyone other than a main partner.  
 

1. In the past 3 months, have you had anal sex with your main partner where you were the 
receptive partner and you did not use a condom? 

2. In the past 3 months have you had anal sex with your main partner where you were the 
inserting partner and you did not use a condom? 

3. In the past 3 months have you had anal sex with a casual sex partner where you were the 
receptive partner and you did not use a condom? 

4. In the past 3 months have you had anal sex with a casual sex partner where you were the 
inserting partner and you did not use a condom?
